Radio Operation (TU-PB8)
Accepts up to 8 user provided pushbutton inputs. Very low-current 
operation from 12-volt DC power supply.

Coding
Each unit is factory shipped with a unique random radio address to 
prevent other radio transmitters from causing unwanted operation. 
The address can be changed in the field, and the receiver can learn a 
new transmitter address.

Changing Radio Address
1. Press the LEARN button on the keyfob, compact, or transmitter 
module.
2. When the LEARN button is pressed, the LED will light. The ad-
dress will be randomized as long as the button is held down. When 
the button is released, the address is saved, and the LED will flash to 
set user permissions.
3. Operate each transmitter function once. Press only one at a time.
4. Press the LEARN button again, or wait 17 seconds. The LED will 
go out, and the transmitter must now be introduced to the receiver.

OPERATION

Introducing New Transmitters to Receiver
Each receiver can learn the unique radio addresses of up to 40 trans-
mitter modules or Miratron keyfobs. The receiver will only accept 
control commands from a transmitter that has been introduced by 
the following procedure:
1. Make sure power to the receiver is OFF.
2. Press and hold any function button on the transmitter.
3. Power receiver on while pressing a transmitter function button.
4. Release transmitter function button.
